Where and when: - We build every Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday from 8am - 3pm

* Also, please remain on site until all tools and supplies are cleaned up.

- We do not build holiday weekends.
- We usually do build in the heat, rain and snow.

Scheduling: - Individuals are always welcome to join us without scheduling.
- Groups of 5 or more people must schedule.
- To schedule email our volunteer coordinator at volunteer@habitatnwhc.org
- 30 is the maximum number of volunteers per group
- We are a popular site and we book up quickly so please have alternate dates in mind
when scheduling.

Youth: - 14 is the minimum age to volunteer with us.
- Adults need to accompany youth at a ratio of 1 adult to every 5 youth.
- People under the age of 18 cannot use a power tool.
- People under the age of 16 cannot climb up a ladder or be on a roof.

What to bring:- All tools and materials will be available on site.

- If you bring your own tools/gloves etc. please put your name on it and make sure you bring it home
at the end of the day.

- Water and Gatorade will be provided.

- Please bring your own reusable water bottle so we don’t go through as many cups.

- Lunch will be provided on Saturdays only.

- Please do NOT bring valuables and please put purses, wallets etc. in your trunk while
volunteering.

What to wear: - Closed toed shoes only. (sneakers or work boots preferred)
- Wear old clothes and shoes that you wouldn’t mind getting dirty.
- Jeans, shorts and sleeveless shirts are fine.
- Habitat T-shirts are encouraged and available for purchase on site.

Documentation: - Waivers need to be filled out once a year. Waivers are available on our website and at the
construction site.
- Verification for school, church or any other service hours can be provided on site by our
volunteer coordinator.
- Court ordered community service cannot be done at the construction site.
